
The Minor Hill City Park Committee and the City of Minor Hill would like to rebuild the Minor Hill Ballpark. We want to build a new concession stand and restrooms as well as new bleachers and other improvements.  The current ballpark is in terrible condition and is no longer safe.  It is not handicap accessible. We feel that making it a better, safer park will enhance the quality of our recreation system, encourage growth in our community and benefit our city, and provide a nice, wholesome family environment to be enjoyed by people of all ages. 

We will receive a LPRF grant in the amount of $65,000. This is a 50/50 grant and requires an equal match commitment. We have a sponsorship program so individuals and/or businesses can donate money to this project while getting recognition. (Donations can also be made anonymously if requested). Donation amounts are as follows: $250- a bronze sponsor, $500- silver sponsor, $1,000- gold sponsor, $1,500- platinum sponsor. Donors’ names (either individual, business, “in memory of”, “in honor of”,etc.) will be put on a sign or plaque that will be displayed at our new facility. With each increased amount given, names will be printed bigger, and will show amount given (such as silver, gold, etc.). We want donors to be recognized for years to come because we plan for many people to use our new facility. If someone or a business would like to donate a bigger amount ($2,000 or more), we will recognize them in even a bigger way, such as an individual sign or maybe naming the circle drive at the ballpark after them, etc. Donations are tax deductible.
